A. What do you think of when you read the word ‘robot’? Many people think about big
machines in car factories or futuristic monsters in films. Few of us think about the past. But
people were building incredible machines with human abilities hundreds of years ago! For
example, Egyptian texts from 1100 BC mention moving statues which ‘chose’ the next
king. None of these statues exists, but probably they were built using the ancient Egyptians’
mechanical technology.

B. Queen Hatshepsut was the only woman to rule ancient Egypt while the kingdom was at
the height of its wealth and power, from about 1502 to 1482 B.C. Of all the female
pharaohs—including Cleopatra and Nefertiti-Hatshepsut’s reign was the longest and most
successful. While in power, she established trade routes and built hundreds of monuments
and temples throughout Egypt. Despite her prosperous reign, both her mummy and her
legacy were virtually erased from Egyptian history. Many historians believe that Tuthmose
I11, Hatshepsut’s stepson, destroyed records and monuments bearing her name. It may have
been his revenge.
